e Import of items like foods, drinks, drugs and cosmetics will need
permit from Tanzania Food Drug Authority (TFDA) and chemical
permit from Government Chemist Laboratory Agency (GCLA) for
chemicals, gases, soaps or any other product made of chemicals.
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
